2.	MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
The minutes of the previous meeting held on Wednesday, 9th July 2014, were agreed and signed as a true record. (R.Y., I.R.)

3.	MATTERS ARISING
There were none.  

4. 	COMMUNITY POLICING
Nine crimes had been reported from within Centre Parcs since the last meeting.  There had been a significant reduction in crimes from this location in the last three years.  Five other crimes had been recorded in and around Elveden, four relating to the A11 works with plant stolen or damaged and one of theft of electric fence components from Elveden Farms.

“SID” (Speed Indicator Device) had been requested for the Brandon road near the Elveden Inn after reports of excessive speed.

5.	REPORTS

(a)	Suffolk County Council – Cllr Sylvester was unable to attend.

(b)	Forest Heath District Council – Cllr Bishop reported that Brandon Free School was now much improved after a poor start.  Cllr Robertson reported that Ms Curry had resigned from Elveden School, and the acting head teacher, Lorna Rouks, was now head teacher 

6.	A11 UPDATE AND ROAD AND FOOTPATH ISSUES
The official date for the opening of the A11 was now provisionally set for 29th October.  A protest rally by motorcyclists had recently taken place to complain about the type of safety barriers used on the new A11.  Cllr Robertson had contacted Highways about repeated flooding on the B1106 due to obstructed drains and also about flooding and drainage from the Brandon Road near the Elveden Inn into nearby houses and gardens.

Elveden Farms were considering the possibility of additional signage for the village and the businesses once the road works were complete.
